Was on the census for 
Cincinnati, Hamilton County, Ohio, in 1880. Margaret died in Hamilton County, Ohio, in Sep 1882; she was 63. 
Buried on 23 Sep 1882 in Saint Bernard, Hamilton County, Ohio. Cause of death: Fibroid tumor of Uterus. 

In the 1880 Census, Cathy or Katty Herman, 50, born Alsace, was living with them as a servant. This might have 
been Margaret’s sister.

  i. Josephine. Born on 1 Sep 1842 in Ohio. Was on the census for Cincinnati, 12th Pct, 

Hamilton County, Ohio, in 1900. Josephine died in Cincinnati, Hamilton County, Ohio, 
on 19 Jan 1905; she was 62. Buried in 1905 in St. Bernard, Hamilton County, Ohio. 
Cause of death: Acute Peritonitis. 

   Abt 1869 when Josephine was 26, she married Charles Wortman. Born in Oct 1839 in 
Germany. Was on the census for Cincinnati, 12th Pct, Hamilton County, Ohio, in 1900. 
Charles died in Dayton, Montgomery County, Ohio, on 11 Feb 1916; he was 76. Buried in 
Dayton, Montgomery County, Ohio.

Buried on 4 May 1885 in 
St. Bernard, Hamilton County, Ohio. Cause of death: Pneumonia.

On 25 Sep 1871 when Caroline was 16, she first married William Fritz, son of Nicholaus Fritch (abt 1807-) & 
Barbara (abt 1810-), in Hamilton County, Ohio. Born abt 1848 in Cincinnati, Hamilton County, Ohio. Was on the 
census for Cincinnati, 10th Ward, Hamilton County, Ohio, in 1850. Was on the census for Cincinnati, Hamilton 
County, Ohio, in 1860. Was on the census for Cincinnati, Hamilton County, Ohio, in 1870. Was on the census for 
Cincinnati, Hamilton County, Ohio, on 17 Jun 1880. William died in Cincinnati, Hamilton County, Ohio, on 5 May 
1891; he was 43. Buried in 1891 in St. Bernard, Hamilton County, Ohio. Occupation: Laborer. Cause of death: 
Pneumonia.

They 
also had a daughter, who was taken to St. Joseph Orphanage in Cummingsville.
